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D Alba Holds 2™ Quarter BOD for 2016

Alba held its second quarterly BOD meeting for this year on June
1,2016 at Alba.

According to a statement issued by the Chairman of Alba’s Board
of Directors, Shaikh Daij Bin Salman Bin Daij Al Khalifa during
the meeting, Alba is on track to meet its strategic growth by
accelerating the early works on Line 6 Expansion Project,

He also said: “Alba’s status as an international producer of
high-grade aluminium will be bolstered once Line 6 Expansion
Project is completed. We are pleased with the reduced capital
cost and fast-paced progress of the Project and, are confident of
delivering the first hot metal in early January 2019

During the meeting, the Board reviewed reports of the Executive
Committee, Board Audit Committee, and the Nomination and
Remuneration Committee while updates were also given on
reports related to Safety, Financial Performance, Line 6 Expansion
Project, and Industry Market trends.

The Board also agreed on the dates for the upcoming Committees
aswell as Board Meetings for 2016.
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D Alba Line 6 CAPEX Down to Around
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Alba announced that the CAPEX associated with Line 6 Expansion
Project was brought down from US$ 3.5 billion to around US$ 3
billion.

As per the initial Bankable Feasibility Study, the CAPEX for Line 6
Expansion Project - comprising the construction of a sixth pot line
and Power Station 5 - was estimated at US$ 3.5 billion. However,
following on-going review in response to the lower oil prices and
commodity market’s soft conditions, the CAPEX was significantly
reduced to approximately USS$ 3 billion.

CEO Tim Murray said:

“We are pleased to arrive at a lower CAPEX as that will reduce the
debt burden when financing the construction of the sixth pot
line and Power Station 5. The Project has been gaining, recently,
significant momentum and our Line 6 team is gearing-up on all
fronts.”

Alba’s Line 6 Expansion Project timeline remains on track with
“first hot metal” scheduled for in early January 2019. Alba is now
looking at different scenarios in the structuring and financing for
its Line 6 Expansion Project.

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Goldman Sachs has quietly overtaken
Chevron and ExxonMobil to become one
of the biggest natural gas merchants in
North America, expanding in physical
commodities trading even as other banks
pull back. The Wall Street institution last
year bought and sold 1.2tn cubic feet of
physical gas in the US - equal to a quarter
of the country’s residential consumption
and more than twice its volumes in 2013, a
recent regulatory filing revealed.
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RUSSIA'S RUSAL 01
CORE EARNINGS FALL;
SEES POSITIVE SIGNS

Russian aluminium giant Rusal Plc reported
a 57 percent slump in first-quarter core
earnings, hurt by weaker aluminium prices,
but pointed to signs of improvement in the
market. Rusal, which last year was overtaken
by China's Honggiao as the world's biggest
aluminium producer, said it expects demand
to outstrip supply by 1.2 million tonnes in
2016, following a 600,000-tonne surplus
last year, led by strong Chinese demand and
capacity curtailments.

In line with Alba's long standing
commitment to employee safety and health, we initiate summer
safety campaigns every year to help our employees stay safe as well
as ensure an accident-free summer”

CEO Tim Murray said: “Although Alba has been able to maintain high
levels of safety standards across the plant, Safety is a journey that
never ends. We believe that we can prevent work-related injuries and
ilinesses by taking appropriate care and following the procedures.
Most importantly, we need to take ownership of safety, individually

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How did you get the idea of modifying or upgrading the
equipment/technology?

Every time a minor or major problem occurred with the equipment,
it would lead to a stop in the production as there were no
alternatives. As a technician, | would have to come back to work to
resolve the issue, sometimes in the middle of the night!

| decided to find a way around it and began to study the machines
and their problems. By reading and speaking to people from
Alba and outside, | redesigned the equipment to eliminate
repeated errors, which in turn increased reliability, availability and
production.

Eventually, this evoked an interest in me on how best improve the

performance and reliability of any equipment.

What has changed over the years according to you?

In my opinion, two critical changes have taken place in Alba.

The first is communication. Everything changed once our
Management started walking the floor. Previously, the
communication was very rigid but now, we are free to give ideas,
ask questions and express our opinions. This has surely helped us
to feel and be equal components in Alba’s success.

The second most important thing is the massive change in our
safety culture. Alba is now a safe and healthy place to work. It
means a lot to the workers to see that the Management has a non-
negotiable attitude towards safety.

He, also, emphasized
that the techniques learnt throughout such courses must be
implemented in the plant.
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Safety Tips during Ramadan

The complete lack of water during Ramadan leads to dehydration,
which in turn causes health issues from headache to heat stroke.
In order to avoid this problem at workplace, employees need to
stay indoors or shaded areas during the hottest part of the day and
limit their physical activities.

Low Blood Sugar:

Fasting can cause hypoglycaemia with symptoms of confusion,
slurred speech and fainting during work.

To avoid this, try and follow the below instructions:

Eat healthy with two or three smaller meals during the non-fasting
period to prevent after meal hyperglycaemia.

Avoid large amounts of food rich in carbohydrate and saturated fat
at the sunset meal and eat more simple carbohydrates.

Eat more “Complex” carbohydrates at the predawn meal, which
should be taken as late as possible before the start of the daily fast
in order to avoid hypoglycaemia.

Increase your fluid intake (Water) in order to prevent dehydration.
Exercise but modify intensity and timing of exercise. The best tome
to exercise is 2 hours after sunset meal. Excessive physical activity
may lead to higher risk of hyperglycaemia and should be avoided
during Ramadan.

Fatigue:

Evening prayer, social activities and less eating/drinking habits
associated with Ramadan contribute to fatigue during working
hours. The most important way to prepare you self for the fast is
to make sure that you are well hydrated. Drinking at least 3 litres
of water between Iftar and Suhor is one of the best things you can
do for your body to help avoid fatigue or feeling sick during fast.

Motor Vehicle Accidents:

Drivers and other workers are at greater risk of accidents during
Ramadan. Remember to drive within speed limit, buckle up, don't
drive when tired or distracted and always practice the defensive
driving techniques.

Before he knew it, Hussain became a kayaking enthusiast.
Hussain, along with a friend, took an adventurous trip across
Bahrain -- running from North to South of Bahrain and
paddling around Bahrain. Speaking about this expedition,
he said: “It was a great learning experience as we had to
sleep anywhere from parks to benches and eat whatever we
got."The two-man team paddled an average of 10-12 hours
per day in order to achieve their goal.

Speaking about paddle sports, Husain says that paddle sports
is a hard core physical activity and needs concentration.
“While kayaking does not require much technique, stand-up
paddling needs some level of technique,’ he adds.
Highlighting the safety aspect of this sport, Hussain says:
“Paddle sports or kayaking is a safe sport. However, one has
to be aware of many factors before you venture out into the
seas -- know the weather and tide; wear reflective or visible
gear; know the route and topography of the routes; keep an
eye out for fishing boats and always inform the authorities
and people on your whereabouts.”

Hussain is now working with the Olympic Committee
towards establishing a formal body for paddle sports in
Bahrain. He wishes to establish official paddle sports and
fishing competitions as well as bring together people from
the Kingdom and the Region under one umbrella so that
they can share their interest for this sport.
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To play a Sudoku game you need

to know the following:

« You must use the numbers from 1-9 only in
each 3x3 section from the 9x9 boxes.

« You can't repeat the same number in
the same column or row or even the 3x3
sections.

« Try to solve the boxes that have more than
5 ready numbers, which has been provided
to you.
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How to Make it

1. Heat oven to 140C/fan 120C/gas 1. Stir the custard together with the milk.
Trim the crusts from the bread, cut into triangles, then place in a large bowl with
the raisins or dried cherries. Pour over the custard mixture, then carefully stir
everything together so all the pieces of bread are coated. Lightly grease a small
ovenproof dish with butter, then spoon in the mixture.

2. Cook for 30-35 mins until there is just a slight wobble in the centre of the
custard. Sprinkle over the sugar to cover the surface, then pop under a hot grill for
1-2 mins until the sugar starts to melt and caramelise.
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Ingredients

150ml whole milk

140g white bread

50g raisins or dried cherries
568ml pot of fresh custard
butter, for greasing

5-7 tbsp caster sugar
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
