Bechtel Engineering focused on completing the concrete design
for Casthouse Facilities and electrical designs for the lighting and
raceways for various facilities; concrete IFC drawings for billet
furnace foundation and billet cooling water foundation, grade slab
drawings for slab sawing and VDC areas and steel drawings for three
pot room models; steel IFF drawings for the slab and billet mould
shops and crucible tube cleaning. Design review/hazard review
sessions were also conducted with 59 identified actions closed.
There are now thirty contractors on site working on thirty-eight
contract packages including Survey, General Services, Site
Preparation, Cathode Sealing Building Foundations and Structure,
Cathode Sealing Mechanical and Electrical Installation, Paste
Plant Facility, Construction Tower Crane Supply and Assembly, ABF
facility, Vertical Direct Chill (VDC) Pit Excavation and Concrete, Utility
Relocation, Carbon Area Civil, Potline Area Civil, Potline Structural
Steel Pre-Assembly, erection of Potline Precast and Structural Steel,
Rectifier Transformer, Casthouse Concrete, Casthouse Structural
Steel, Concrete Substations, Compressor Station, Rodding Shop,
FTC Civil, Mechanical and Electrical and Site Security Services. There
are now over 4,000 construction contractor personnel on site, an
increase of 1,000 over the month of October.

As bulk excavation nears completion, the construction is now
focused on underground and aboveground utilities including duct
banks, cable pulling pits, piping, drainage works, and relocations and
services tie-in's. Reduction structural steel continues to be installed
in both pot rooms with frequent night deliveries to site from laydown
for day erections. Work activities on courtyard foundations have
progressed for GTC 1 and associated material handling equipment
as well as the commencement of GTC 2 foundation probe drilling
and excavation. Within the Carbon area, cooling tunnel civil works
have been completed. All hot loop pre-cast foundations have been
installed and fifty-two tub walls have been installed at the ABF. In the
new Casthouse, the VDC slab pit concrete has been completed with
backfillingin progressand 31 columns completed in the slab building
column foundations. Substation works continue to advance with
the main substation pre-cast concrete installation at around 90%
completion. The first concrete footings for the compressor station
building have also been poured. Pre-commissioning activities have
officially started at the new Cathode Sealing building and the first
permanent plant MCC was energized.

Safety Update

The project has worked 3,928,107 hours without an LTl. The
Project's People Based Safety (PBS) program, designated Sadiq Al
Osra, completed 1,780 observations in November counting 27,024
Safe Behaviours and 1,746 At-Risk Behaviours. This is a 94% safe
score for the month.

He stated that selecting H-class
technology to operate the new power station is an excellent move
to meet the energy requirements for the new project and this will
make Alba the first Aluminium smelter to use this technology,
making it a global leader in efficiency, eco friendliness and output.
Derrick also expressed his delight in the partnership with Alba
project team from the early stage of selecting and evaluating EPC
bidders for the project in 2016. He praised the positive working
relationship with Khalid Mersal - Manager Power Expansion Project,
Amin Sultan - Chief Power Officer, and Steve Davison - Director of
Power and Utilities, which will enable Alba to achieve the planned
goals and objectives of this important project for the Company and
the Kingdom of Bahrain.

As a recent example, working
in such high ambient environment during summer time was a big
challenge; one that the team managed to overcome successfully
with the support of all the parties.

Speaking of the main challenges in this Project, David mentioned
the impact of energy failure being so massive for the production
of aluminium that the main challenge is to deliver, in a restricted
amount of time, a reliable source of energy for Alba to continue its
growth. Hard work, organisation and anticipation will be the main
factors to make this project a success and despite of the scale of
these challenges, David and Mehemet are confident that GE/
GAMA Consortium will be able to meet all of these challenges and
complete this project within the agreed time frame.

They concluded by outlining the main milestones for the next
period as follows:

First: maintaining the highest standards of Health, Safety and
fulfilling Environmental requirements, Second: Completion of
project in time to supply power for the new Aluminium Smelter and
Third: Giving best quality for Alba.
