Sustainability is integrated across every function in Alba including Supply-Chain. Through this policy, Alba will
endeavor to identify and accordingly manage the environmental, social, and economic impacts with its Supply-

Chain by:

e Complying with all legislations that uphold ethical business
practices.

e Reducing environmental footprint by conservation of
resources to include usage of energy, water, and materials as
well as waste minimization.

e |dentifying and moderating risks associated with procurement

processes.

e Adding value to the local society by including small and
diverse suppliers.

e  Prioritizing suppliers who have embedded sustainable, safety
and ethical practices.

e Complying with International Labour Organization (ILO)
principles in respect to Human Rights and conditions of
employment.

e Committing to respect Human Rights, avoid contributing to
the finance of conflict, and comply with all relevant UN
sanctions, resolutions, and laws. In addition, we commit to
actively leverage our influence to prevent Human Rights
abuses within our supply-chain through risk-based supply-
chain due diligence and by implementing the OECD five-step
framework for responsible supply chains of minerals from
Conflict-Affected and High-Risk Areas.

e Having zero tolerance for serious abuses associated with the
extraction, transport, or trade of minerals to include:

0 Torture, cruel, inhuman and degrading treatment.

Forced or compulsory labor.

Worst forms of child labor.

Gross human rights violations and abuses.

War crimes or other serious violations of

international humanitarian law, crimes against

humanity, or genocide.

We will take immediate action to suspend or discontinue any
relationships with upstream suppliers identified as sourcing
from, or linked to, parties committing these abuses.

e Condemning unequivocally any direct or indirect support to
non-state armed groups through the mineral supply-chain.
This includes, but is not limited to sourcing minerals from,
making payments to, or providing any form of assistance or
equipment to non-state armed groups or their affiliates, as
designated by UN Security Council resolutions. This comprises
groups that:

O O O o

0 lllegally control mine sites, transportation routes, or
points of bauxite/mineral trade.

o0 lllegally tax or extort money or bauxites/minerals at
mine sites, along transportation routes, or at points
of trade.

0 lllegally tax or extort intermediaries, export

companies, or international traders.

We will immediately suspend or discontinue engagement

with any upstream supplier identified as having a

reasonable risk of sourcing from, or being linked to, any

party providing such support to non-state armed groups.

e Acknowledging the critical role public and private security
forces play in maintaining the rule of laws, safeguarding
Human Rights, and securing workers, equipment,
facilities, mine sites, and transportation routes. We will
also not tolerate any association with security forces,
public or private, that engage in the following activities:
0 Committing the Human Rights abuses or illegal

actions as outlined.

0 Acting outside the law as defined.

e  Operating with utmost integrity and transparency
through mineral supply-chain. This includes zero-
tolerance for bribery and fraudulent misinterpretation.
We will not:

0 Offer, promise, given or demand bribes.

0  Succumb to solicitation of bribes.

0 Participate in any actions that conceal or disguise
original of minerals.

0 Misrepresent taxes, fees, and royalties paid to
governments related to mineral extraction, trade,
handling, transportation, and export.

e Combatting money laundering within the mineral
supply-chain. We will actively support and contribute to
efforts that aim to eliminate money laundering
particularly where we identify a reasonable risk with the
extraction, trade, handling, transport, or export of
minerals derived from illegal taxation or extortion.

This policy is a living document, subject to regular review to
ensure continuous improvement in supply chain performance
and alignment with Alba’s mission statement.
