Iba has been performing reasonably well in light of the

market conditions, according to a statement issued by the
Chairman of Alba’s Board of Directors, Shaikh Daij Bin Salman
Bin Daij Al Khalifa during the third quarterly meeting for this
year, which was held on September 28, 2016.
Shaikh Daij said: “We are pleased with the tremendous success
of the recent US $1.5 billion financing, which was the largest
corporate loan in the history of the Bahrain. Alba is focused
on its future growth strategies and we remain committed to
deliver Line 6 on schedule, and below the budget”
During the meeting, the Board approved the minutes of the
previous meeting, which was held on June 1, 2016, the half-
yearly financial statements as well as 2017 Marketing Plan.
In addition, the Board reviewed reports of the Executive
Committee, Board Audit Committee, and the Nomination
and Remuneration Committee while updates were also given
on reports related to Safety, Financial Performance, Line 6
Expansion Project, Project Titan — Phase Il and Industry Market
trends.
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SYNDICATED LOAN DRAWS
HUGE DEMAND

Iba, in a statement,announced that it

was pleased with the commitments
of US$ 1.5 billion for the commercial
loan facility to finance the Company'’s
Line 6 Expansion Project.
Alba had originally planned to raise
between USS$500 million - US$750
million but increased the commercial
loan facility size to US$1.5 billion due to
heavy oversubscription which resulted
in competitive market terms. The US$1.5
billion commercial facility will carry
an interest margin of 325 basis point
per annum over the London Interbank
Offered Rate (LIBOR). This facility is
expected to have a 7-year tenor and
the principal amount repayable in eight
semi-annual instalments, including a 3-year grace period
on principal payments to support the Line 6 construction
period.
The commercial loan facility will comprise two tranches: a US
Dollar-denominated senior unsecured conventional term-
loan facility (the Conventional Facility) of US$ 882 million
and a US Dollar-denominated senior Shari'ah-compliant
facility (the Islamic Facility) of USS 618 million.
Alba's Chairman of Board of Directors, Shaikh Daij Bin
Salman Bin Daij Al Khalifa said:
“We are pleased with the success of these landmark
commitments, which will be the largest syndicated loan
structure in the history of the Kingdom of Bahrain. This
clearly reflects the overwhelming support towards the
Line 6 Expansion Project, which is one of the biggest mega
projects in Bahrain and the GCC.The overwhelming demand
is a testament to Alba’s solid balance sheet and the strong
underlying fundamentals of the Line 6 Expansion Project.”
Gulf International Bank B.S.C., JP. Morgan Limited, and
National Bank of Bahrain B.S.C. are acting as Global
Coordinators to assist Alba in arranging the commercial
loan facility.

AGAINST INFLUENZA
VIRUS

easonal Influenza (commonly called the flu) causes annual

epidemics that peak during fall and winter months. The

virus attacks the respiratory system (nose, throat and
lungs) leading to sudden onset of high fever, aching muscles,
headache and severe malaise, cough, sore throat and runny or
stuffy nose. The acute viral infection spreads easily from person
to person via droplets and small particles produced when
infected people cough or sneeze. Although infected people
recover within one to two weeks, it can be a serious disease
that can lead to hospitalization and sometimes even death in
very young, the elderly, and those with other serious medical
conditions due to severe complications of the underlying
conditions, leading to pneumonia and death.

Eachyear, the World Health Organisation (WHO) investsin global
awareness campaigns to educate the general population about
the importance of influenza vaccination. As a critical public
health issue, the WHO mandate is to inform at-risk populations
about the importance of vaccination. People at higher risk of
developing flu complications include young children under 5
(especially those under 2 years), adults older than 65, residents
of nursing homes and other long-term care facilities, pregnant
women and women up to two weeks postpartum, people with
weakened immune systems and those have chronic illnesses,
such as asthma, heart disease, kidney disease and diabetes as
well as those who are very obese, with a body mass index (BMI)
of 40 or higher.

The best defence against influenza in these cases is to receive
the annual Flu vaccination. However, since flu viruses are
constantly changing, the vaccination does not provide definite
immunity against the variety of available influenza viruses. This
requires annual review of the vaccine composition to include
the most common 3 viruses during the upcoming season. Yet,
the vaccination reduces the risk of illness, hospitalization, or
even death and can prevent from spreading the virus to others.

In addition to the vaccination, the WHO recommends a few
basic steps that can help reducing the risk of infection, such as
avoid close contact with people who are sick and advise them
to stay at home. This will help prevent spreading the illness to
others. In addition, to advise the sick person to cover his/her
mouth and nose with a tissue when coughing or sneezing and
to dispose it in a closed container.

Moreover, personal hygiene plays crucial role in reducing the
chance of infection; this includes washing hands often, which
will help protect from virus spread. If soap and water are not
available, use an alcohol-based hand rub. Furthermore, avoid
touching the eyes, nose or mouth as it is the route of virus
transmission when touching contaminated surfaces. Also, it
is recommended to practice other good health habits such as
keeping surfaces clean at home, work or school, especially when
someone is ill. Other general advises includes getting plenty of
sleep, be physically active, manage your stress, drink plenty of
fluids, and eat nutritious food to strengthen your immunity.
