Some of these savings were
utilised to upgrade Alba Port for importing
and handling more raw materials, as well
as to finance other projects related to Line
6 Expansion Project.
Reduction Line 6 was commissioned on
13 December 2018 with the delivery of
the First Hot Metal, ahead of its scheduled
date on 01 January 2019. This was the
fastest construction ever-delivered in the
aluminium industry.
In addition, Line 6 Expansion Project has
set benchmarks in sustainable aluminium
production with both Reduction Line 6 and
PS 5. Implementation of the proprietary

next five years. Under the agreement,
EGA will supply Xinfa with millions of
tonnes of bauxite each year from 2020,
with the first vessel scheduled to load
in January. Xinfa is one of the largest
aluminium producers in China. Last
July, EGA signed a pact with Vedanta for
bauxite supplies from GAC. .

Upon coming back home, | insisted on carrying on with
this new found passion, but | felt concerned about the road
conditions in Bahrain and the level of safety while riding on
these roads.

| recall going to one of the famous bike shops in Manama
to purchase my first mountain bike, which became my daily
mode of transportation about the city for a period of 2 months.
After which, | decided to upgrade my bicycle and research
all the available options. | was also fortunate to visit the UK
many times at that period of time, which helped me gain more
knowledge and experience in this field.

What about your journey with the national team?

Shortly after taking part in many races and championships, |
was scouted by the Olympian champion Saber Mohammed,
who offered me to take part in the Bahrain national team, and
my first participation with the team came in the year 2003,
with the Arab Cycling Championship. I also took part in the
Tour of Indonesia, which is considered as one of the most

challenging 10-stage races on the global calendar, with each
stage expanding over 200 kilometres. | recall that | was able
to finish 6th stage of the race, and this was the start of my
participation with the national team.

Recently, cycling became very popular among the people living
in Bahrain. This is mainly driven by the efforts and follow-
up from His Highness Shaikh Nasser bin Hamad Al Khalifa
to make sure that cyclists on the island have the access to
the best level of coaching and talent management, as well
as establishing the Bahrain Pro Cycling team, organizing
cycling championships and holding the annual iron man
championship, which is one of the most important sporting
events on the island.

We managed to achieve many titles both as player and coach,
for example, the Bahrain team achieved first place in the Tour
of the Gulf and the 5th place in the Asian Championship, in
addition to many other titles and achievements.
